Cyber debut album follows US music industry nomination
Hotblack Records’rising stars My Head Radio launch album ‘On Air’.

The internet has come of age with the first album of a band that has never met - living thousands of miles apart.
My Head Radio was conceived in the Netherlands when Brit musician Wex Wexford met American poet Boca Smole on the Internet
social networking site MySpace two years ago.

The result was a band that claims to make music for the 21st century and has a fan base to prove it: with its fusion of poetry, jazz,
hip-hop, funk and dance music, the band has attracted global attention through the internet with popular acclaim recognised by the
Detroit Music Awards last year and again in 2009.

The geographical challenge has created a writing duo that has seen US-based Smole recording vocals that are electronically posted
to Wexford in the Netherlands to create music that is exciting people worldwide.

Other musicians at the forefront of the non-internet based movement have included Elton John’s association with US-based Bernie
Taupin - resulting in a pre-internet collaboration that saw record breaking sales of albums throughout the previous four decades.

And celebrated UK poet John Cooper-Clarke had his now academically acclaimed satirical poetry set to lyrics with Martin Hannett’s
Invisible Girls in the 8os —with many fans as a result.
Now My Head Radio has taken up the challenge through the Internet, in a bid to similarly set the industry on fire during the 21st century.

The band has already seen success with its nomination for ‘Outstanding Urban / Funk or Hip-Hop Recording’ at the 2008 Detroit Music
Awards, then again in 2009 with three nominations, ‘Outstanding Urban / Funk or Hip-Hop Recording’,‘Outstanding Urban / Funk
Songwriter’ and ‘Outstanding Urban / Funk Artist / Group’.

Adding to the creative equation, the inclusion of Netherlanders Foxy Yayo on female vocals and Ruby Redharez on guitar and trumpet and
as composer has produced a sonic arrangement that label Hotblack Records has enthusiastically embraced and cites as ‘21st century music’.

The band is now looking forward to bringing Boca Smole to the Netherlands, following the success of its first album ‘On Air’and a growing
fanbase — thanks to the Internet.

Band members say they are looking forward to meeting the poet and to performing for fans across Europe.

‘I can’t wait to get out there, to finally meeting the other members of the band so we can jam, perform, and record together.

It will be a dream come true, there can’t be many bands that have been nominated for an award without their two founding members having
never met,’ says Smole.

Meanwhile, My Head Radio producer Wex Wexford is encouraging people to become members of its fan club and download the band’s
music from its own website www.myheadradio.com - despite its availability from retailers such as iTunes.

‘Why pay 14 euros or pounds for a CD when, for just 10 Euros, you can download our album with CD quality and artwork — and also get

the benefit of getting access to all our new music first? It typically takes several months once a track is completed before it’s available for
download on iTunes or sold in shops. All our members get every new track as it’s finished,” he said.

Wexford added there were other benefits such as free wallpaper for PC desktops, free ringtones, special ‘fan-only’ tracks not for general
release, and discounts on concert tickets.

‘We want our fans to be fully part of the My Head Radio experience, rather than just downloading a track or buying a CD.

We have a forum where fans can interact with the band, ask questions, suggest song ideas - or just moan at us,” he said.

Cyber band, cyber songs, cyber experience. The 21st century has arrived for My Head Radio.Are you ready?’ the band asks.
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
